2. Invesco WilderHill Clean Energy ETF (PBW) 
PBW provides exposure to U.S. companies engaged in the business of advancement of 
cleaner energy and conservation. It follows the WilderHill Clean Energy Index and 
invests at least 90% of its assets in stocks from the index. The ETF holds 40 stocks in 
its basket with none holding more than 4.4% of the total assets.
